ALABARE was founded out of the simple act of providing a place of safety for one homeless man, Bob.

Over 35 years later, ALABARE has grown as a charity for people at risk of or experiencing homelessness, supporting
more than 40,000 people in over 80 homes across the South West of England and Wales.

Founded in faith and compassion, we go beyond ending homelessness - we break its cycle. We believe everyone
deserves not just shelter, but healing, purpose, and community. Our dedicated team of colleagues and volunteers
tackle root causes like trauma, poverty, and isolation, empowering people to rebuild their lives with dignity and hope.

Homelessness
We support hundreds of homeless people every year, helping each individual with their finances, health and self-
esteem, providing a tailored approach to independent living.

Young People & Young Parents
We support vulnerable and disadvantaged young people, including those leaving the care system as well as young
parents and their babies. We help them gain the skills and confidence to lead successful adult lives.

Homeless & Vulnerable Veterans

We provide a range of innovative programmes for veterans who struggle to transition to civilian life including;
ALABARE Veterans’ Self-Build Scheme, Boots on the Ground and Homes for Veterans across the South West and
Wales.

Adults with Learning Disabilities
Our home and community support workers support clients in homes and at our Development Centres providing craft-
based training opportunities and independent living skills for adults with learning disabilities.

Mental Health & Wellbeing

o Activity Marathon Dream up an activity co-workers cantry to do for 24
straight hours, and stream it live or get the local news o cover it.

e The Great Office Bake-off. Everyone loves eating cake and we bet there are
several people inyour office who love baking it too!

INDIVIDUAL FUNDRAISING

Organising your own fundraising event or challenge is a great way to raise money for ALABARE.

e Give it Up - we all have bad habits, some worse than others. But if you have a habit you want to kick, why not do
it while fundraising for ALABARE?

COLLECTIONS -~ \

Itisillegal to carry out house-to-house or public street collections without a licence from your Council.
Contact supportercare@alabare.co.uk if you would like to join an organised ALABARE collection.

LICENCES

You may need to obtain a special licence from your local authority (eg. public entertainment, collection
or alcohol license). If you are holding an event ina public space, ask for permission from the council or
landowner.

RAFFLES

If you hold a small raffle on the day of your activity, you do not need a licence, as long as all ticket sales and
the draw itself take place during the event. Tickets must be sold for the same price with no discounts applied.
You must make it clear who is running the raffle. If you want to sell raffle tickets over a longer period of

time thena licence and printed raffle tickets are required. Check the latest information and advice at www.
gamblingcommission.gov.uk.

CONSENT

You will need to get permissionif children are helping or if you're taking photographs of children.
Children under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult. If your event is on private property, get
permission from the owner or the manager.

RISK ASSESSMENT

Carry out a risk assessment to identify any hazards at the activity and how to prevent them. Ensure you have
adequate first aid cover for the scale of your activity. If you're not sure, check with the local council.

FOOD HYGIENE

Food safety laws apply when food is available whether it is for sale or not. Ensure you follow food hygiene
procedures. Contact your local council for food hygiene regulations or visit food.gov.uk.

INSURANCE

Please remember you are responsible for the activity and ALABARE cannot accept any
liability for any fundraising activity or event you undertake. If you are planning an
activity that involves the general public you'll need to budget for public liability
insurance, which can be obtained from any insurer. If you are holding the eventina
venue which has liability insurance (such as a village hall or pub) check they have the
appropriate insurance and that it covers your activity.

MONEY

For your own protection, make sure you count the money you've collected with another
person present and have them verify the total amount raised. Any cheques should be
payable to ALABARE. Make sure any cash or cheque donations are kept ina secure place
and banked as soon as possible.
